Enter the date and time in the year/month/day/hour/minute format
as accurately as possible. The time of first response refers to the initial
resource tasking. Resolution occurs when a search subject is found,
the search is cancelled or a victim is extracted.

Incident Location:

Identify the geographic location (e.g,, closest town or geographic
landmark). If possible, include the latitude and longitude OR the
map identification number and the UTM map co-ordinates.

Number in Party/Number Lost or Missing:

Enter the total number in the party involved in the incident. Then,
identify how many of the total party were lost or missing, e.g., in a
group of six hikers, one became lost.

Instructions For Completion

Activity of Subject(s):
Record the activity undertaken by the subject(s) when the incident occurred.
Assume that all subjects were taking part in the same activity.

Primary Cause / Secondary Cause of Incident:

Give the primary reason for the incident occurrence (e.g.,mechanical), then
provide more detail if appropriate as a secondary reason (e.g., darkness).

In this example, an equipment failure was exacerbated by darkness.
Incident Environment:

Identify the environment in which the incident occurred, e.g., land, flat.

Weather Conditions:

Enter the weather description which had the most impact on the cause
of the incident or the condition of the subject, e.g., cold.

Weather as a Factor:
Gircle yes or no to indicate if weather was a factor in the response.

Type of Response:

Circle yes or no to indicate if there was search involving a search party.
Circle ves or no to indicate if there was a rescue of a live subject.

Circle yes or no to indicate if there was a recovery of a body.

Incident Description:

In the space provided, add any additional details which are pertinent
to this incident.
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Attach additional sheets with your case identification
number to report more than four individual subjects.

Age/Gender:

Enter this basic information about each subject. For large groups,
provide number range of ages as well as gender information,

e.g., 62 passengers on a ferry, ages 2-73; 29M, 33F.

Subject Details

Group Reporting:

First to Respond:

Circle a yes or no to identify the resource that responded first
to the incident. There will only be one yes for an incident.

Number of Resources Responding:

Identify the number of personnel or materiel items included
in the resource, e.g., 10 trained volunteers.
